Television

Television is the electronic transmission of moving images with accompanying sound, sent from a
central source or sources to home television screens.

From the 1950s, when television viewing first became common, until the mid-1970s the technolo-
gy available to the television audience was rather simple and consisted essentially of a TV set. The 1980s,
however, witnessed an explosion of new devices for home entertainment.

Science and Society

Young people need to understand how our society depends upon scientific and technological ad-
vancement and to realize that science is a basic part of modern living. The scientific process and the
knowledge produced cannot be considered to be ends in themselves, except for the classical scientist. A
student should understand the relation of basic research to applied research, and the connection between
technological developments and human affairs. More of technology than science will be involved in so-
cial decisions, but both are important in public policy.

The knowledge and methods of science are of little importance if there is no inclination to use
them properly. An open mind, a desire for accurate knowledge, confidence in the procedures for seeking
knowledge, and the expectation that the solution of problems will come from the use of tested and proven
knowledge — these are among the «scientific attitudes». Science instruction should acquaint students with
career possibilities in technical fields and science teaching. A continuous effort should be made to identi-
fy and encourage those who develop special interests. They should be given opportunities for some direct
experience of a professional nature; they should also learn about the extent of the various science fields
and how these fields are related to each other. But it is even more important for young people to acquire
those skills and abilities that will enable them to take the responsibilities for expanding their own learn-
ing.

Electric currents and their properties

Conduction is the name normally given to a movement or flow of charges. The charges are usually
electrons, but may also be ions when the conduction takes place in gaseous or liquid conductors, in which
the ions are mobile.

How does the current flow through a wire? A metal is made up of tiny crystals which are visible
under a microscope. A crystal is a regular and orderly arrangement of atoms. As it was explained, an atom
is a complex particle in which tiny electrons move around nucleus. When the atoms are tightly packed as
they are in a metallic solid, some of the electrons move freely between the atoms. These are called free
electrons. Ordinarily, the free electrons move at random through the metal. There must be some driving
force to cause the electrons to move through the metal conductor. This driving force tending to produce
the motion of electrons through a circuit is called an electromotive force or e.m. f. that moves electric
charges from one point in the circuit to another.

When an electromotive force is applied to the ends of a wire the free electrons move in one direc-
tion. It is the movement of the free electrons in a conductor that induces an electric current. The greater
the number of participating electrons, the greater is the flow of current.
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No one has ever seen analectic current. We only know of the existence of a current by its effects.
A current can heat a conductor, it can have a chemical action when passing through a solution, or it can
produce a magnetic effect. We can measure currents by observing their heating, their chemical, or their
magnetic effects.

Unit of electrical current and current measurement
The electron is an extremely small unit, and for thus reason it is not a convenient unit to use in the
measurement of electric current or of quantity of electricity. The presence of an electric current in a cir-
cuit may be detected and its strength may be measured by a number of different methods. Each method is
based upon some effect which the current produces under given conditions.
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One of these effects is known as electrolytic dissociation. The properties of most conducting lig-
uids are such that when a direct current is maintained in them, the constituent elements of the liquid are
separated. For example, when two copper plates are dipped in a solution of copper sulphate and a direct
current is maintained in a liquid entering at one plate, the anode, and leaving at the other, the cathode, me-
tallic copper leaves the solution and is deposited on the cathode.
